Regular Meeting Minutes November 25 ,2014, 
Payment of Bills in the amount of $6,671.24 General Fund & $3,282.47 Rock Water System for a total of $9,953.71.
Treasurer’s Report-Rock Water System Revenues for November were $2,896.70 expenses of $2,324.13 leaving a Net Operating Balance of $18,515.59 of this amount $4000.00 is in Restricted Funds Account.
Clerk’s Report-Township General Fund Revenues for November were $11,140.75. Expenses were $7,741.68; of this amount $40.00 was for the Liquor Law Enforcement account. The General Fund Operating balance is $125,229.40; $75,000.00 is in a CD at First Bank in Gladstone, leaving a Net Operating balance of $50,229.40; of this amount $3,872.67 is in the Liquor Law Enforcement account and the Fire Fund now has a Zero Balance
Trustee Reports: Bill reported on Liquor Law, Janet on Recreation, and Cemetery
Supervisor’s Report- North Rock Road is done and we’re still awaiting the bill, there’s a new snowplow driver for our area, Fire Hall Lease-have not heard from either of the other two boards or the Fire Board- will send a letter to all three, Dialer Alarm for the Pump house will be installed before the first of the year, Would like the Water Ordinance and Charges to be reviewed next month, We have been approved and  will be receiving funds for the Section 19 grant that was submitted  for Rock Water System, Township Appointed Committees are covered under the Townships Insurance, therefore we need to appoint a committee for the Sesquicentennial to cover activities held on Township property.

	1. Water Grant Updates: Judy gave an update on the Community Development Block Grant and Section 19 Grant Approvals; we should be receiving approximately $5,952.00 from the Community Development Grant and $16,689 from the Section 19 Grant.
