VII. REPORTS:

A. Manager’s Report – Attached – Moyle made a motion to forward the design contract for the General Aviation Ramp to the county board for approval. Seconded by Johnson and CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

a. Finances: Dec. County Budget Status – One quarter through the year and the total budget figures are on target. The airport has paid a capital improvement expense (our 2.5% share of AIP funding Phase III of fence project) out of the operating budget. The share costs have been paid from a special airport capital account in the past but if the operating budget can handle the expense, that account will not be drained.
b. Customer Service:

1. Enplanements and Fuel Gallons sold were discussed. Jet fuel gallons sold for the year showed significant increase and enplanements put us well over 10,000.
2. Reduction of service was discussed – The request for 14 flights a week with political support is in the hands of DOT, for consideration of the EAS options.
