V. REPORTS:

1. Manager’s Report – Attached –
a. Board discussion regarding hiring for operations personnel at the airport raised concerns of the ability to hire the most qualified person for the job. Understanding that Michigan Works job training is an excellent opportunity some questions remain and Holm suggested a committee meeting with Ness, Schwab, Holm, Nora, and Lisa Broman be arranged.
b. Schwab updated the board on Renzone issues; the county    board has approved completing infrastructure and interested parties are looking at the property. The Delta Green Aerospace and Marine Integrator cluster did a trade mission trip to Marinette and hope to be able to do more trips to generate RFPs.
c. Ness brought up a suggestion to address winter parking lot conditions; future improvement of signage – particularly first row as no overnight. This should at least help with plowing issues along the walkway.   
2. Finances: Feb. County Budget Status – nothing too unusual but this winter is costly. Training will start in earnest during April for county software upgrades.
3. Customer Service: Enplanements and Fuel Gallons – Enplanements are on track. Fuel sales are slow, somewhat typical for this time of year.
